Afterwards they all cook and eat a meal 

with the fisherman’s family.

Experiential travel helps people become better c

itizens. First of all, it lets them 

understand a place more deeply than tourists usually do. As one traveler says, traditional 

travel is “like studying science without ever doing a scientific experiment.” Since they often 

stay and work in one place, travelers learn more about the lives of local people. I

them to different ways of living and working. Experiential travelers often make life-long 

friends with local people.
